When we re-start worship, yes the toilets will 
be available, but there will be no coffee or 
socialising after services.  We are hoping to 
have the church open all morning (but 
unsupervised).  This will be a bit of a step into 
the unknown and we may have to find 
ourselves tweaking and changing these plans as 
we go along.
